How to get to the Bradley Theatre in Peoria, IL:
By plane:  Fly into Peoria Airport (PIA) and we will pick you up there.  Fly into O'Hare International Airport (ORD) or Midway Airport (MDW) and you will have to also catch the Peoria Charter Coach.  At O'Hare go to either the Bus/Shuttle Center or Terminal 5 and find the bid red bus (departures at 10:15AM, 3:00PM, 7:00 PM, and 10:15 PM).  At Midway, go to the lower level of the new terminal building, go out door 3, cross one lane of traffic and stand at the curb.  Departure times are 10:25 AM, 3:10 PM, 7:10 PM, and 9:30 PM.  You can buy the tickets from the driver, but you must pay in cash.  The bus will drop you off in Peoria, right at Bradley University's Student Center.

By car:  From I-74, exit at 91A if from 74 west, (91 if from 74 east, then you will have to turn right at the stop sign).  This is University Street.  Take University Street past two stoplights.  After the 2nd stoplight, which is Main Street, you will take the next right. This is St. James.  If you see Bradley Avenue, you have gone too far (but keep reading, I will tell you how to get to the student center from there too!).  At the second stop sign, which is Elmwood (but it isn’t marked), turn right.  Park anywhere along this strip, the Student Center is on the left.  Now, if you missed St. James, turn right onto Bradley Ave.  Take that through two stop signs and make a right on to Elmwood (still isn’t marked).  Go through the stop sign, then park anywhere along that strip, the Student Center is on the left. Once you get to the Student Center, go through both sets of double doors, and someone will be in the Atrium for Registration.
