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Fraternity Adopts New Purposes

“The old frat is dead; its days shall never be revived." 





That phrase, a watchword during Sinfonia's more professionally-oriented days, was proven wrong at the 2003 National Convention when the Fraternity's original Object was restored, replacing the previous 5 Purposes.  The change, spearheaded by National Historian John Mongiovi and Delta Nu's own Mark Lichtenberg, was discussed at Province Workshops, chapter meetings and the national listserv for nearly 3 years leading up to Convention. 





The original Object of the Fraternity is as follows: The Object of this Fraternity shall be for the development of the best and truest fraternal spirit, the mutual welfare and brotherhood of musical students, the advancement of music in America, and a loyalty to the Alma Mater. 





The Object is very similar to the Purposes, with only the fifth purpose being cast aside.  (The fifth purpose was adopted as a motto of the Fraternity at Convention.)  The first thing that most people notice when looking at the Object is that music is no longer the first purpose listed.  This change is not in any way meant to deemphasize the importance of music in the Fraternity's mission.  Rather, the Object more closely relates to the three greek letters and their corresponding ideals. 





The first two points of the Object show that we must strive to build Fraternity on the broadest scale that we can: developing the best and truest fraternal spirit (no longer just among brothers) and promoting the welfare and brotherhood of musical students, not merely students inside the music department.  The third point shows that music is still an important part of our mission as Sinfonians.  In fact, this also shows that our scope should be more universal: there are many more aspects to music than composition, performance, teaching and research.  And finally, loyalty to the Alma Mater is and will always be an important part of building strong chapters.
