FINANCIAL AID


Currently, law students can pay as much as $160,000 for their legal education (tuition, housing, books, etc).  Most law students finance their education through loans, work-study, scholarships and grants.  To be eligible for these types of financial assistance, students must submit the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA).
