$100,000 grant received from UPS Foundation

Two alumni have been elected to
the University’s Board of Trustees.
Keith L. Alm, president of Hallmark
International and a corporate officer
of Hallmark Cards, Inc., and Rex
Linder, senior partner in the Peoria
law firm of Heyl, Royster, Voelker and
Allen were each elected to a six-year
term.

Prior to joining Hallmark in
1996, Mr. Alm established himself as a
corporate leader in a variety of
industries, including appointments as
chairman, chief executive Officer and
President of Garden Way, Inc.;
Corporate Senior Vice President/Chief
Executive Officer-Asia Pacific for Sara
Lee Corporation; Group Chief
Executive for Sara Lee Direct; and
President, Chief Executive Officer of
the Hanes Printables division of Sara
Lee, formerly Hanes Corporation.
Mr. Alm is currently on the Board of
Directors of the Follett Corporation
and the Parents Council at Wake

Forest University.  He has served on the
boards of United Way, Babcock Gradu-
ate School of Business; Battered
Women’s shelter; Arts Council; and the
Chicago Council on Foreign Affairs for
both Asia Pacific and Latin America.
